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UNIFORMS

When a relatively small group of adults take charge of a larger group of children
or youth, the first task is to create some sort of order and structure. Without
order, leaders cannot teach, tell stories, or even play games. Uniforms have been
found to be one of the most effective tools for establishing order. The right kind
of uniform, one Pathfinders are proud of, creates a spirit of fun, cooperation, and
individual self-respect.

For Southeastern California Conference, the Pathfinder uniform guidelines are
below. To receive full points in the annual grading, your Pathfinder and staff/
leaders must be in Class A Dress Uniform.

Class A Dress Uniform
The Class A Dress Uniform is the semi-military style Pathfinder uniform approved
by the General Conference and the North American Division.

1. Pants/Skirts
e Male: black pants should be of a non-denim, cotton broad cloth-type
material of classic style, not baggy or cargo pant design with belt loops,

no cuffs

e Female: black knee length, A-line skirt with belt loops; black or tan
nylons, no design; black pants (see description under male) or culottes; all
females must be the same

e Master Guides: can either wear black or green pants/skirts as described
for males or females

2. Shirt/Blouse
o Pathfinders, NAD Teen Leadership (TLT), Master Guides, Staff: tan
long sleeve or short sleeve shirt or blouse with two pleated pockets
with flaps on the chest and shoulder epaulets

e SECC Teen Counselor (TC) only: white long sleeve or short sleeve
shirt or blouse with two pleated pockets with flaps on the chest and
shoulder epaulets

The only adults permitted to wear the Class A or Class C Teen shirts are
the conference Teen Coordinators.

Teens, who are Master Guides, have a choice of wearing the teen uniform with the
Master Guide sleeve strips and insignias or Master Guide uniform until the age of
18 at which time they are no longer elegible to wear the teen uniform.

3. Belts & Buckles
Black web belts with Pathfinder buckle; location of the belt buckle should be
adjusted so that about one inch of the tail of the web is visible once it has
been passed through the buckle.

4. Neckerchief & Slide
e Pathfinder, SECC Teen Counselors (TC), non-Master Guide Staff: yellow
Pathfinder Neckerchief with black trim stitching and the Pathfinder World
logo; secure with black fabric Pathfinder slide
e NAD Teen Leadership (TLT): yellow Pathfinder Neckerchief with red
trim stitching and the Pathfinder World logo; secure with black fabric
Pathfinder slide
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e Master Guide: yellow Master Guide Neckerchief with red trim stitching,
six color Master Guide ribbon and the Master Guide logo; secure with the
blue fabric Master Guide slide

Neckerchief and slide need not be worn the whole club meeting, but must be worn
for all Inspections and special functions such as Pathfinder Day, Investiture, and
Pathfinder Fair for points.

5. Sash
e Pathfinder, SECC Teen Counselor, NAD Teen Leadership, non-Master
Guides, Staff: black fabric, worn on the right shoulder; may be wide
enough for up to 3 honors and as longs as the fingertips on the left hand
when standing at attention

e Master Guides only: black or green fabric, worn on the right shoulder;
may be wide enough for up to 3 honors and as long as the fingertips on
the left hand when standing at attention

The sash is part of the Class A uniform. Pathfinder identification name badge,
honors, camporee or other event patches, Pathfinder pins, Adventurer level pins
(not Adventurer awards) and special recognition pins/awards are worn on the sash.
Only one sash is to be worn as part of the uniform.

6. Shoes
All black dress shoes or boots with fully closed toe and hells. Heels of
no more than 2 inches. If the shoes have laces, the laces must also be
in black. (It is noted that style variations should be allowed by a director if
financial hardship plays a significant role.)

7. Hosiery
All black socks, stockings or knee highs; no designs or patterns

8. Miscellaneous Uniform Items
The following items are not required, but may be worn if the entire club
wears them. The club must be all the same.
e Hats, berets, caps or any style approved Pathfinder covering

e Necktie

e Shoulder cords: You may only wear one and it is worn on the left
shoulder. It should consist of:

* A braided main cord
*  Two outside shoulder loops without ornamentation
* One gold tip drop (pencil device)
* Ranks are represented by the following colors:
- TLT - red & black (mandatory)
- Drill & Drum team members and leaders - white
- Club Director - gold (non-metallic)
- Assistant & Associate Coordinators - gold & kelly green
- Coordinators - gold & scarlet
- Conference Executive Coordinators, Conference Directors, and
Union Directors - gold, scarlet & royal blue.
Class B New definition
Class A uniform shirt with the neckerchief and slide, but worn with jeans or other
non-uniform pants, shorts, etc. The new Class B WILL NOT be an authorized
uniform or allowed for Southeastern California Conference.




Class C Field Uniforms
1. County Shirts
Each county has chosen a special color as follows:

Desert - Gold San Bernardino - Yellow
Riverside - Royal Blue South San Diego - Light Blue
Orange - Orange North San Diego - Green

The Pathfinder emblem is printed on the front with the words Southeastern
above it and California below it. The only addition allowed on the marking
on the front of the shirt is the name of the club which may be neatly lettered
just below the California in the same color as the emblem. On the back of
the shirt you may add the name of your club, Pathfinder or County. These
shirts are purchased through your county coordinator, except for Riverside
County which is at the conference office.

e Pathfinders: T-shirt in the county color above
e Staff Shirt: Polo shirt in the county color above

e SECC Teen Counselor (TC): gray polo shirts with a bright emblem on
the back and Southeastern California Conference Teen Counselor on the
front left pocket area. It is only to be worn by invested Teen Counselors,
not acting.

¢ NAD Teenleadership Training (TLT): wear either the gray polo shirt specific
to Southeastern California Conference or the black polo shirt developed
by the North American Division. The red polo shirt is not permitted in
Southeastern California Conference as the county coordinators wear red
polos.

The only adults permitted to wear the Class A or Class C Teen uniform are
the conference Teen Coordinators.

2. Pants
Blue jeans to be worn by both male and female should be in good repair;
not torn or faded; blue Levi corduroy pants are acceptable

3. Hats
Hats, caps or any style approved Pathfinder covering are not required but
may be worn if the entire club wears them

Left sleeve

The Conference Patch is optional and is of standard size (4"
wide, 2 1/2" high) worn on left sleeve, 1/4" below shoulder seam
and above the Pathfinder world. [See Example 1]

The Pathfinder World Patch is worn 1/2" below conference
patch. [See Example 1] If no Conference Patch is used, then the
Pathfinder World Patch is worn 2" below the shoulder seam
and centered on the sleeve. [See Example 2]

The IA Level Chevrons are worn starting 1/2" below the
Pathfinder world. As levels are earned, prior levels are moved
down, so the highest level is on top. No space should be left
between chevrons. [See Example 1] Even if a level is skipped, no
space should be left between chevrons. [See Example 3]

If used, the Union Patch is worn directly below the Conference
Patch with minimal space between them. [See Example 4]

The Master Guide Star Patch is for the Master Guide having
earned only the Master Guide without completing all of the
Pathfinder class levels. It is worn on the left sleeve 1/2" below the
Pathfinder world. [See Example 2, 4, 5]

The Master Guide Combination Patch is only for the Master
Guides who have also completed all of the IA levels (Friend,
Companion, Explorer, Ranger, Voyager, Guide). It is worn on the
left sleeve 1/2" below the Pathfinder world. [See Example 2, 4, 5]

The Pathfinder Leadership Award Patch is for Pathfinder
leaders who have completed the Pathfinder Leadership Award.
The patch is worn in place of the Pathfinder World Patch.
[See Example 5]

The Pathfinder Instructors Award Patch
is for Pathfinder leaders who have completed
the Pathfinder Instructors Award. The patch
is worn in place of the Pathfinder World Patch. g;

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Right sleeve
The Club Name Crest is to be centered 3/4" below the shoulder seam. The
crest size is to be 4" wide from point to point.

The Staff Sleeve Strip is to be centered under the name crest and worn on
the right sleeve 1/4 inch below lowest point on the Club Name Crest.

The Pathfinder Triangle is to be centered under the name crest. Worn by
Pathfinders 1/4" below the lowest points on the Club Name Crest and by
Pathfinder staff, 1/4" below the sleeve strip.

Neckerchief & Master Guide Neckerchief
AYMT Certification Pins are placed along edges of the neckerchief starting
at the point.

Right chest pocket

The optional Pathfinder Name Plate is centered just above the right pocket
or in the same position on the sash since the sash covers its location on the
shirt.

Descriptions are from the wearers viewpoint. lllustrations
are from the inspectors viewpoint.

The highest earned IA Level or Master Guide Name Strip
is centered above the pocket.

All earned IA Level Pins are worn centered across the top
of the pocket flap. The highest class pin is to the wearer’s
left. If a level is skipped, fill in the space with the next
higher pin. Do not leave gaps for unearned levels.

If earned, the Master Guide Pin is worn above the
Investiture Achievement Level Pins, and in the center of the
pocket flap.

The IA Advanced Level Ribbon Bars are worn above
the class level name strip and center over the button. Bars
are arranged as shown. Even if a level is skipped, no
space should be left for unearned bars. Historically, ribbon
holders were available to hold ribbons three wide rather
than the current two wide. Continued use of those holders
are permitted.

Unit Leadership Plates denoting the captain or scribe are
placed on the center of the pocket.

Pocket flap locations

There are four designated locations for other pins on the
pocket flap. Two on the left side of the button and two on
the right side of the button. They are identified as locations
A, B, C, & D. Only one pin should be worn in each position
at a given time. Normally the “highest” level pin (typically
the most recently earned) is worn.

Position A: Baptismal Pin

Position B: Pathfinder Bible Experience Pin or PLA Pin
Position C: TLT Pin, Master TLT Pin or PIA Pin.
Position D: TLT Level Pin or the Staff Service Star.
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ORDERING INFORMATION

In Southeastern California Conference (SECC), we entrust our Pathfinder directors
and leaders to follow due process as outlined in the North American Division
Pathfinder manuals and guides with integrity and honor. It is important that
spiritually committed dedicated leaders of high principles be chosen to work in
this ministry. Therefore, SECC Pathfinder directors and leaders are permitted to
purchase Pathfinder material and supplies from the youth ministries department
for administering this ministry, including induction and investiture material, without
vetting.

The Youth Ministries Department at the conference office is your first source for
supplies. Our intent is to serve our clubs by providing the necessary material to
support the ministry. An order form with supplies stocked in the Pathfinder Supply
Store is provided in this section. Under Supply Purchasing Guidelines is alternate
sources for items not stocked. We will do our best to keep items in stock. If any
item is out of stock, we recommend to check with our office in 2-3 weeks to get
additional information on the item’s availability. Orders are processed within 4-5
business days hours Monday-Thursday. Prices are subject to change without notice.

Placing an Order

1. Picking Up Supplies at the Conference
An authorized staff can pull the supplies needed for the club or, when there
are time constraints, a completed order form can be emailed or faxed. Please
let us know who and the date and time (morning or afternoon) when the
order will be picked up. Order Forms can be faxed or emailed.

2. Shipping Supplies
Orders can be shipped directly to you. Purchase items by completing the
Adventurer Supplies order form. Order forms can be faxed or emailed.
Orders are shipped Monday-Thursday within 72 hours after processing. We
ship via USPS; therefore, a street address is required. You will be charged
for shipping and handling which depend on location and weight.
